	Premium Penalty: This is an amount you will pay

In additional premium for not having “creditable”

Coverage and not taking Medicare when eligible. You will pay this forever unless qualify for Extra Help.
	Chiropractic Services: Medicare only covers

limited, initial spinal manipulation by this medical provider. Your secondary or supplemental insurance may have extra coverage for this service.

	Ambulance Transport: Medicare will cover this type of transportation when medically necessary & if you can’t be transported by other means OR in an emergency.
	Part A Deductible: This is the amount you are responsible to pay for your inpatient hospital care in each benefit period. In 2014 the amount is $1,216.00.

	Part B Deductible: This is the amount you are responsible to pay for your medical services one (1) time per year. In 2014 the amount is $147.00.
	Aging & Disability Resource Center/ADRC:
This is the office where you can find many services, programs and resources for older adults and persons with disabilities.

	General Enrollment Period: This is when you can sign-up for Medicare A&B from January-March of each year. Benefits are then effective July 1st.
	WI. SeniorCare RX: Wisconsin program that covers prescriptions for those 65 and over. Cost is $30.00 per year. Some income levels have to meet a deductible but co-pays are $5.00 or $15.00.

	Hospice Care: In-home nursing and family support services for those with a terminal illness who agree to no further curative care for that terminal illness.
	Observation Status: You won’t qualify for Medicare coverage for follow-up care in a skilled nursing facility when admitted to hospital for this type of care.

	Skilled Care: Care that can only be provided by skilled, licensed, technical personnel. This care is covered by Medicare at home or in a skilled nursing facility.
	Appeal Rights: Your file this if you are denied a medical service or have a grievance with your insurance. There are 5 steps that must be followed within certain time-lines.

	Medicare Summary Notice: You get this written statement from Medicare detailing the services received and amounts you may be responsible to pay. It will also include your appeal rights if denied
	Foreign Travel: You will not have Medicare coverage outside of the United States. Medicare only covers under special circumstances when you are on your way back to the U.S.

	Donut Hole/Gap: Now you are responsible for a higher portion of your Part D prescription costs. Currently, you pay just less than 50% of brand names when full drug costs reach a certain amount
	Trial Period: This is when, within 12 months of enrolling in a Medicare Advantage plan (if never had previously) you can disenroll and go back to Medicare and your supplement if dropped.

	QMB: This super benefit will pay Medicare premiums, deductibles and co-pays and also give you extra help for your prescriptions if you qualify financially.
	SLMB: This helpful benefit will cover/pay your Medicare Part B premium of $104.90 if you meet certain income and asset limits.

	Benefit Specialist Program: Your local advocate to help you understand and obtain public & private benefits that you may qualify for or may be denied and wish to appeal.
	Fraud & Abuse: Medicare wants you to report any suspicious activity you see on your Medicare Summary Notice or if you feel you have been overcharged on a claim.

	Home Health Care: You may be eligible for Medicare to pay for skilled care in your home if you need therapy or nursing services.
	Custodial Care: Medicare will NOT cover you for this type of care if ALL you need is help with dressing, bathing, meals or routine housekeeping services.

	Creditable Coverage: This is coverage you may have from another source that would allow you to delay taking Medicare or enroll in a Medicare drug plan and not be penalized in the future if you do.
	Medicare Assignment: This agreement between Medicare and your medical provider will help lower your out of pocket costs. You will not have to pay the difference in the charged amount and what Medicare approves.
