Aging Unit (part of Social Services) bus / van – some non – public transit runs are still largely E / D transportation for seniors.





Sunshine House Inc. (private non-profit community rehabilitation provider) – buses / van – some non – public transit runs are still largely E / D transportation for developmentally disabled adults.





Door 2 Door Rides (shared ride taxi) – contract with Abby Vans Inc. – all vans - exclusively public transit – all riders pay a fare which counts as fare box revenue.





Aging Unit (part of Social Services) – bus / van - partially public transit – rider donations count as fare box revenues.





Sunshine House, Inc. (private non-profit community rehabilitation provider) – buses / van - partially public transit – rider fares count as fare box revenues.
