Petrified corn cobs dating back over 5000 years have been found in ancient Indian villages in the Western hemisphere.  Although its origins are in this part of the world, corn is now produced on every continent except Antarctica!





Corn is often classified as dent corn, flint corn, flour corn, popcorn, sweet corn, waxy corn and pod corn.  As you might guess, each type is grown for very specific purposes with dent corn as the major type cultivated in the U.S.  The Corn Belt is the term given to an agricultural region in the U.S. that produces most of the corn.  It includes Iowa and Illinois and extends into parts of Minnesota, South Dakota, Nebraska, Kansas, Missouri, Indiana and Ohio.





If corn on the cob is your favorite, the farmers     market or roadside stand will give you the best   flavor.  That’s because the sugars in corn begin        to breakdown into starches as soon as it is        picked. Eating it soon after picking ensures              the sweetest flavor! 
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
