History of Partnership between the ADRC of Eagle Country-Richland Center office and Symons Recreation Complex









Symons Recreation Complex 



John & Edith Symons donated the funds to build Symons Recreation Complex. Their doors opened in June 1987. The Complex is owned and operated by the County of Richland and City of Richland Center, and is partially supported by tax dollars. The Complex employs approximately 40 individuals who are supervised by a Director who in turn is supervised by the Natatorium Board. The foundation was created in 2004.

The complex has fitness equipment, racquetball courts, numerous fitness classes, locker rooms, sauna, whirlpool and a heated indoor pool. 











Aging and Disability Resource Center of Eagle Country – Richland Center Office



The ADRC of Eagle Country – Richland Center office is a fully integrated ADRC. Funding for Health Promotion programs is through Older Americans Act funding and is limited. In the past the ADRC was unable to provide effective Health Promotion Programs. Entering into a partnership with Symon’s Recreation Complex has helped the ADRC provide quality evidence based programming to our aging residents.

History of Partnership

Began in 2012

Utilization of Aging Funding

In developing the program it was decided, and approved at the local Committee on Aging and Disability to utilize all lll-D and cash match funding for this programming.

Funding pays for marketing, training, instructors, supplies, and facilities. Basically, everything needed to hold Stepping On or Tai Chi Classes.











Marketing

Symons Recreation utilizes marketing materials from Stepping On and Tai Chi trainings

Symons Recreation also creates brochures and flyers for classes. Which are reviewed and approved by the ADRC Manager

The ADRC markets programs in the agency newsletter and local newspaper (periodically)

The ADRC promotes Health Promotion programs during regular outreach events.

The ADRC pays for the cost of marketing materials, this is part of the cost that is billed after each class.
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Data Collection & Analysis

Symons Recreation completes the registration process for classes

During the first class participants complete a face sheet

Participants complete appropriate attendance logs for Stepping On or Tai Chi

Symons sends a packet with participant face sheet and participation logs to the ADRC 

The ADRC then completes entry into SAMS













Outcomes

Steady increase in use of Health Promotion Programs, especially from 2017 to 2018 with the expansion of programs to both Stepping On and Tai Chi.



Comments from participants related to Tai Chi 

“Since taking this class my blood pressure has dropped over 10 points”

“When I went to see the eye doctor he asked, what I have been doing? He then informed me that the pressure readings in my eyes had went down!”

“Before taking Tai Chi I was falling numerous times a month. I haven’t had any falls since taking the class.”









Looking to the Future

Expanding partnership to neighboring counties

In order to reach all of our border communities Symons Recreation and the ADRC of Eagle Country-Richland Center office have reached out to Vernon County and Grant County. With this new collaboration two classes have already been offered this year in shared border communities.



Expanding Evidence Based programs offered

Looking towards adding other evidence based programs such as Strong Bodies.
